Visiting a Resident �at the Bethlehem Nursing Center 








We welcome family and friends to visit through our indoor visitation program and need your cooperation with the following guidelines to keep our residents (and their guests) safe. We too value family time and truly understand the benefit of socialization—all while following the safety directives from Centers for Medicare and Medicaid Services and Department of Health. We are offering in-room visitation within the following guidelines.





Visiting Residents in Their Rooms:


Available any day of week and time (no pre-scheduling or sign-up required). If you are visiting a resident during a meal in our dining room, please maintain a six-foot distance between residents and staff while sitting at the table.





NOTE: For the safety of our staff and residents, the doors are locked after hours 8pm-8am. If you visit during this time, please ring the bell for a staff member to provide access.





Engagement Guidelines:


Visitors are requested to inform the facility if they develop a fever or symptoms consistent with COVID-19 within 10 days of visiting the facility.


Regardless of vaccination status, all visitors will be screened for signs and symptoms of COVID-19 and asked to return at a later time if:


Diagnosis of COVID-19 in the prior 10 days;


Symptoms of COVID-19;


Fever of 100.00 degrees or higher;


Close contact to someone with COVID-19 in the prior 10 days;


Undergoing evaluation for COVID-19 (such as a pending viral test);


Visitors and residents must practice hand hygiene before and after each visit.


Visits are limited to two adults and one child under the age of 12 per resident or resident couple.


Visitors must wear a well-fitted face covering or mask (covering both mouth and nose) at all times, regardless if the visit is taking place indoors or outdoors. Children over the age of two are required to wear a mask as well.


Visitors and residents must social distance, at least six feet, from other individuals in the facility.


Residents, regardless of vaccination status, can choose not to wear face coverings or masks when other residents are not present and have close contact (including touch) with their visitors.


All visits will be conducted in a designated area or residents’ room, and visitors are instructed to go directly there without visiting any other areas or individuals inside the building.


While it is safer for visitors not to enter the facility during an outbreak investigation, visitors are still permitted to enter. Visitors will be made aware of the potential risk of visiting during an outbreak investigation, through facility signage, and adhere to the core principles of infection prevention.
